Our current plans are:

To acquire 250 of the most spoken languages of the world. (See list of languages
on our website)

When acquired, place them on our website, and then produce them in quantities
requested by those who seek use of them in ministries throughout the world.

To date, Disciple’s International has acquired 81 languages. Most of these are
now posted on our website. Current projects include the electronic formatting of
18 key regional languages recently received from of India. When completed,
these languages will be posted on our website, adding approximately
1,000,000,000 additional persons with whom the Gospel can be shared.

We seek to schedule workshops with churches, missionary agencies, and
disciples seeking to learn the basic doctrines of Christianity. Our core purpose in
our workshop is to equip those who seek to teach (facilitate) what they have
learned. Our Scriptural Inspiration for workshops is found in Il Timothy
2:2""Take that teaching that you heard me (Paul) proclaim in the presence of
many witnesses, and entrust them (core teachings) to reliable people, who
will be able to teach others also. (Good News Bible)

We seek your ideas in developing, teaching and facilitating future workshops.
